The Rules of Golf, these Local Rules, the USGA Local Rules and Terms of the Competition and Pace of Play 
Policy found on the Qualifying webpage govern play.  Disregard any local rules printed on the local 

scorecard. 

 
TEE MARKERS:  MEN: BLUE (w/White USGA lettering)  

WOMEN:  WHITE (w/Blue USGA lettering)    
 

FORMAT:    18 holes, stroke play. 
 

QUALIFYING TEAMS: MEN - 2 WOMEN - 1 ALTERNATES (EACH):  2 
 

TIES & PLAYOFFS: In the event of a tie for the final qualifying spot and/or any alternate position, a hole-
by-hole playoff will be conducted immediately following play.  Playoff(s) on Hole #18, then 17→18. 
 

EVACUATION PLAN:  In the event play is suspended for a dangerous situation, all players are to 

immediately return to the clubhouse for further instructions.  Officials will be providing shuttle 
transportation to players and caddies only. 
 
 

PACE OF PLAY: The Pace of Play Policy posted on the Qualifying webpage will be in effect. 
 

OUT OF BOUNDS: The boundaries are defined by white stakes, property fences and lines (Holes #1 & 
3).    
 

PENALTY AREAS:  Are marked by lines and stakes.   The stakes identify and the lines define the margin. 
 

DROPPING ZONES: Have been provided as follows: 
(1) Hole #2: Forward teeing area for a ball in the penalty area; 

(2) Hole #2: Behind the green right for an unplayable ball against the boundary fence behind the 
green; and 

(3) Hole #17: Forward teeing area for a ball in the penalty area. 
 

GROUND UNDER REPAIR: In addition to areas circled by white lines, the Nursery green adjacent to Hole 
#3 is considered a No Play Zone. 
 
 

OBSTRUCTIONS:  When artificially surfaced areas touch or encircle an obstruction or area of GUR, they 

may be treated as one obstruction.   
 

“NO MOW” AREAS: Unless defined otherwise, all No Mow areas are played as part of the General Area. 
 

SCORING AREA:  The scoring area is the lobby area inside the clubhouse adjacent to the Golf Shop.
